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Please read these instructions carefully and prepare your extended abstract according to them. The use of the International Metric System (SI) units is mandatory.
Extended abstracts should be prepared on standard A4 (210×297 mm) format. The top margin should be set at 2.5 cm, the bottom, left and right margins at 2 cm, mirror margins; different first page; different odd and even pages with header and footer size of 1.2 cm. The text should be written in Times New Roman font, 11 pt normal, justified, single spaced, 6 pt spacing before paragraphs, and 12 pt spacing before next heading title. Extended abstract should be limited to 3 pages including references. Figures and tables are not allowed. 
The composition of the extended abstract should include following elements: introduction, the aim of the paper, methodological aspects, the originality of topic, results, conclusions, references.
References should be listed at the end of the paper in alphabetical order. If a publication is referred in the text, use APA citation style (e.g. Finney, 1970). Use the following styles for journals, proceedings and books, respectively
